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Violence and Avoidance Behavior: The Case

of the Mexican Drug War
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Resumen. Este trabajo examina el efecto de la violencia, derivada de
la guerra mexicana contra el narcotrafico, en las conductas de
evitacion. El analisis utiliza tres variables distintas para capturar las
conductas de evitacion por facilidad, durante 2018: abstenerse de
salir por las noches (facil de evitar), abstenerse de llevar efectivo
(mediano de evitar) y abstenerse de usar transporte publico (dificil

de evitar).

Abstract. This paper examines the effect of violence originated from
the Mexican Drug War on avoidance behavior. The analysis uses
three different variables to capture avoidance behavior by simplicity
of application during the past year: refraining from going out at night
(easy to avoid), refraining from carrying cash (fair to avoid), and

refraining from using public transport (hard to avoid).
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
